If you choose to accept this nomination you must complete the Tla'amin Nation — Declaration of
Acceptance of Nomination Form (copy attached) and have it witnessed and attach your deposit, or proof
that you have paid the deposit, and return it to me by no later than 4:30 pm Sunday August 16™ 2020.

If you choose to accept this nomination and are not currently in good standing with the Tla'amin Nation,
you must take appropriate steps to return to good standing with the Tla'amin Nation before you can be
certified as a candidate in the election.

If you fail to provide me with a completed certification package by no later than, than 4:30 pm Sunday
August 16 2020 you will be considered to have not accepted the nomination and your name will not be
included on the list of certified candidates.

If you accept the nomination and decide prior to the close of polls that you wish to withdraw, you may
do so by sending or giving me signed written notice of your withdrawal in accordance with the Election
Law, however, your deposit will be forfeited, and any ballots cast in your favour will not be counted.

Each candidate is allowed to have no more than two (2) scrutineers to observe the proceedings on
election day. You may appoint scrutineers by submitting a Notice Appointing Scrutineers (Schedule G to
the Election Voting Ballot Regulation). These forms will be made available at all voting stations on the
election day upon request.

4. |have not, in the 5 years immediately preceding election day, been convicted of an offence that
carries the possibility of imprisonment for 2 years or more, which was not directly related to the
exercise of Aboriginal rights, Treaty rights, or Aboriginal title;

5. lhave not, in the 10 years immediately preceding election day, been convicted of an offence that
carried the possibility of imprisonment for 10 years or more, which was not directly related to the
exercise of Aboriginal rights, treaty rights or Aboriginal title; and

6. |am not serving a sentence in a correctional institution.

. | SHALL CONDUCT my campaign openly and publicly, discussing the issues as | see them,
presenting my record and policies with sincerity and criticizing without fear or favour, the
record and policies of my opponents which merit such criticism;

. I SHALL NOT USE, PERMIT, OR ENCOURAGE the use of character defamation, whispering
campaigns, libel, slander or defamatory attacks on any candidate or his or her personal or
family life;

D. I SHALL NOT USE, PERMIT, OR ENCOURAGE any appeal to negative prejudice based on

status, sex, religion, physical health status or age;

. SHALL NOT USE, PERMIT, OR ENCOURAGE any dishonest or unethical practice which tends to
corrupt or undermine the electoral process; and

| SHALL NOT coerce election help or campaign contributions for myself or for any other
candidate from my employees.
