Tla’amin Health has been working closely with the First Nations Health
Authority (FNHA) and Vancouver Coast Health (VCH) to prepare for the
continued delivery of the COVID-19 Pfizer vaccination. Options for booking
appointments are described on page two of this flyer.

PLACE: Salish Centre (the gym)
TIME: Appointments starting at 9:00 a.m. for ages 16+

(Allow 10 minutes for vaccination + 15 minutes in a recovery space)

SAFETY FIRST:

In order to keep everyone safe, the number of people at the clinic will be
monitored and controlled. There will have a person at the main entrance to
direct people into the gym who have pre-confirmed appointment times.

If you arrive and do not have an appointment, we will book you an
appointment. You may be asked to return later in the day.
