Schedule D, including the following:

1) Meet all of the eligibility requirements and are not,
to the best of your knowledge, disqualified from
holding office under the Election Law or any other
Tla’amin Law or policy, including the requirements
set out in sections 2 to 6 below;

2) Are a Tla’amin Citizen;

3) In good financial standing with the Tla’amin Nation;

4) Have not, in the 5 years immediately preceding
election day, been convicted of an offence that
carried the possibility of imprisonment for 2 years or
more, which was not directly related to the exercise
of Aboriginal rights, Treaty rights, or Aboriginal title;

5) Have not, in the 10 years immediately preceding
election day, been convicted of an offence that
carried the possibility of imprisonment for 10 years
